•	 Be willing to have their name and/or photograph  
	 released to the media.

•	 Miminum of one support letter. Maximum of three.	 	
	 Obtain a support letter from one (1) resident  
	 of British Columbia who has worked with,  
	 taught, coached, or has been positively influenced  
	 by the candidate. No more than one (1)  
	 nomination supporter may be a family member.

•	 Letters of support must be a maximum of one  
	 page, and should outline the contributions made  
	 by candidate(s) to the City of Surrey, and  
	 indicate why the candidate(s) should be  
	 recognized for an award.

•	 If a Team of Youth is being nominated, one  
	 nomination form for each team member must  
	 be completed. However, only one letter of  
	 support is required.

Nomination material will become the property of the City 
and will not be returned. Incomplete nominations will not 
be considered.
